THE MALDIVES

The famoms explorer Marco Polo called the ]\/\aldives "Flowewr of the
Tndies" while the great traveler TJbn Batuta v*efew»ed to her as "one of the

wondewrs O'F the world".

Geograpl'\){

The av*clf\ipelago is 823 km |on9 ]Cy*om Nowrth to South and 130 km at i¥s
greatest width. ;L\ny of the 1192 islands that are spread over 26 natural
atolls exceed a lengﬂf\ of 4.5 miles or an altitude o]c 1) feeJr above sea level.
No more than 202 islands are inhabited. The rest includes 87 tourist
resorts and uninhabited islands, some of which are used for drying fish or

othenr ag ricultural activities.

A Bv‘ief History

While the early lf\isfov*y of the Maldives is obscure, Maldivian legenc’ has it
that a Sinhalese prince - Koimale - was stranded with his bride - dauglr\’rev*
of the king of Sri Lanka - in a Maldivian lagoozf\ and s+ayec] on to rule as
the ]Ci rst sultan.

Over the centuries, the islands have been visited and their developmenf
influenced by sailors from countries on the Arabian Sea and the Indian

Ocean liHorals.

Mopla piv*afes fv*om the Malabav‘ Coast — pwesevﬁ‘ clay Kerala - harassed
the islands. Tn the 16th century, the pov‘fuguese ruled the islands for 15
years (1558-1573) before being driven away by the warrior-patriot
Muhammad -Clr\akurufav* Al-Azam.

_le\ouglr\ govev‘ned as an ihdepehc’ehi’ Jslamic sultanate fov* most of it's
I/\isfowy fv*om 1153 to 1968, Maldives was a British protectorate fwom 1887
until 25th TJuly 1965. The British government pv‘omised the Maldives
milH-av*X protection and V\on—in'l-erfev*ence in local administration in exclf\ange
fov* an annual tribute paicl by the Maldives. Tn 1957 the Buritish established
a RAF base in the strategic southernmost atoll o]c Addu ]Cov* £ 2000.00 a
year.

Fo”owing indepelf\dence ]Cv*om Buritain in 1965, the sultanate continued to
operate ]Cov* another 3 years. On 1-th November 1968, it was abolished

and replaced by a wepu\blic and the country assumed it's present name.

The People

The origins of "Dhivehin" (Maldivians), are shrouded in mystery. The first
settlers may well have been from Sri Lanka and Southern India ]Co”owacl
by, as some findings suggest, Awryans from Lothal in the Indus Valley
about 4000 Years ago. Not Suw*pv*isingly, the faces of +oc|ay’s Maldivian
display the features of various faces that inhabit the lands around the
Indian Ocean shipping and maritime routes, the Maldives has long been a
VV\GIHV\Q pot fov* 7Z\]Cricar\, Arab and South East Asian mariners.



Climate

The south-west monsoon onr "l/\u”/\cw\gu" fv‘om ]\/\ay to Sepi—embev‘ is the wet
season. Rouglf\ seas and strong winds are common duv‘ir\g this period. The
north—-east monsoon "iruvai" fa”s between December to ;‘\pv‘il. This is a
period of clear skies, lower humidity and very little rain. The Maldives is in
the equatorial belt and 'H/\ev*e]cov*e severe storms and cyclones are extremely

ravre events.

L anguage and Scripi'

The lahguage of the Maldivians is Dhivehi, a lahguage which is placed in
the Indro-Indian group of languages. Dhivehi with i¥'s roots in Sanskrit
and according to some researchers Elu, an ancient fov*m of Sinhala
(spoken in Sri Lanka) is strongly influenced by the major languages of the
region. The language has been influenced heavily from Arabic since the
advent of the Islam in 1153.

The Maldivian script known as Thaana was invented duv‘ihg the 16th
century soon af:fev* the country was liberated ]Cv*om powh/xgu\ese rule. Unlike
fov*w\ev* scripts, Thaana is written ]Cv*om riglt\i' to leﬁ. This was devised to
accommodate Arabic words that are frequently used in Dhivehi. There

are 24 letHers in the Thaana alpl/\abef.
